Objectives and Investment Policy

Aims to provide long-term capital growth with the level of income
expected to be low.

The fund will invest at least 70%, normally 75% in shares of companies in
countries which are members of the Economic and Monetary Union
(EMU) and denominated in Euro.

The fund adopts a best-in-class strategy. At least 70% will be invested in
shares of companies that maintain sustainable characteristics.
Sustainable characteristics may include, but are not limited to, effective
governance and superior management of environmental and social
issues ('ESG’) and the company is deemed to maintain this, if it has an
ESG rating which is above the minimum ESG rating threshold
determined by the Investment Manager from time to time.

The Investment Manager will evaluate shares and companies’ ratings
based on quantitative and qualitative assessments of their sustainability
characteristics.

The fund complies with a principle-based exclusion framework which
includes norm-based and negative screening of sectors, companies,
practices based on specific ESG criteria to be determined by the
Investment Manager from time to time.

The Investment Manager will, when
selecting investments for the fund and for the purposes of monitoring
risk consider the MSCI Europe (Net) Index (the “Benchmark”) as the
Benchmark’s constituents are representative of the type of companies
the fund invests in. When monitoring risk, the Investment Manager
references the Benchmark for the purpose of setting internal guidelines.
These guidelines represent overall levels of exposure relative to the
Benchmark and do not imply that the fund will invest in the Benchmark’s
constituents. Where the fund invests in securities that are included in the
benchmark, its allocation to those securities is likely to differ from the
benchmark allocation. The Investment Manager has a wide range of
discretion with regards to the investment selection and may invest in
companies, sectors, countries and security types not included in the
Benchmark in order to take advantage of investment opportunities. It is
expected that over long time periods, the fund’s performance will differ
from the Benchmark. However, over short time periods, the fund’s
performance may be close to the Benchmark, depending on market
conditions.

The fund’s performance can be compared to the Benchmark
